Back in the day, the Assyrians were one of the Near East’s biggest superpowers, controlling a land-
mass that stretched from Iran to Egypt. They accomplished this feat with military technologies that
helped them win any open-air battle or penetrate any fortified city. Back in the ninth to the seventh
centuries BCE, attack was all about the siege ramp, an elevated structure that hauled battering
ramps up to the enemy’s city walls and let the Neo-Assyrian soldiers wreak havoc on their enemies.

Constructed in Israel, the Assyrian siege ramp at Lachish is the only surviving physical example of
their military prowess in the entire area that they campaigned in, or ruled over. Now, for the first
time, a team of archaeologists led by Professor Yosef Garfinkel and Dr. Madeleine Mumcuoglu of
the Institute of Archaeology at the Hebrew University of Jerusalem (HU) has reconstructed how the
Assyrian army may have built the ramp and used it to conquer the city of Lachish. The team drew
on a rich number of sources about this historical event to provide this complete picture. The
outstanding amount of data includes biblical texts (2 Kings 18:9-19:37; 2 Chronicles 32; Isaiah
36-37), iconography (stone reliefs depicting Assyrian battle scenes) and Akkadian inscriptions,
archaeological excavations, and 21st century drone photographs.

Lachish was a flourishing Canaanite city in the second millennium BCE and had been the second
most important city in the Kingdom of Judah. In 701 BCE, Lachish was attacked by the Assyrian
army, led by King Sennacherib. Garfinkel’s analysis provides a vivid account of the construction of
the massive ramp that was built by the Assyrians so that they could haul battering ramps up to
the hilltop city of Lachish, breach its walls, and totally overrun the city. There have been several
conflicting views on how the formidable task of constructing the ramp was achieved. However, the
rigorous method employed by Garfinkel and his team, including photogrammetric analysis of aerial
photographs and creating a detailed digital map of the relevant landscape, produced a practical
model that accounts for all available information about that battle.

The research suggests that its construction began about 80 metres away from the walls of the city
of Lachish, close to where stones required for the ramp could be quarried. In about 25 days, the
ramp, which was the shape of a giant triangular wedge, could have reached the city walls. “This
model assumes the Assyrians were very efficient, otherwise, it would have taken months to
complete”, said Garfinkel.

Sarah was in her late teens when it first happened. A normal Thursday, it was early morning and
pitch-black outside. The wind rattled the trees, branches rapping the windowpanes like a nervous
visitor at the door. She could feel it was nearly time for her to get up, and heard her parents
moving around downstairs.

As she opened her eyes for the first time, something changed. A dark realization—two, in fact.
She couldn’t move her body. And she wasn’t alone.

Something in the corner of her bedroom was waiting there. It was watching her. Something very
old, almost primal. It emanated a vital sense of malice.

Later that day, she sat her father down at the kitchen table. “OK dad, I need you to tell me about
ghosts.”

What Sarah (not her real name) experienced that morning was sleep paralysis, a phenomenon that
affects about 7 percent of adults. It happens because, when we awake, our muscles aren’t always
ready—even if our minds are conscious and alert. It is a natural consequence of the muscle
paralysis most of us experience when in rapid eye movement (REM) sleep, in the shallow waters of
our sleep cycles in the early morning. Without sleep paralysis, we might act out dreams and
nightmares (people for whom that does occur—those with REM sleep behaviour disorder—
generally have poor health as a consequence).

Estimates vary, but about half of everyone who experiences sleep paralysis will have hypnagogic
hallucinations at the same time. Hypnagogia refers to unusual experiences around the boundaries
of sleep : the shout of a name, a flicker out of the corner of your eye, or even a sudden touch as you
drift off. The most common hypnagogic experience in sleep paralysis is this mysterious ‘feeling of
presence’ : the sensation that someone is there, without any clear sensory evidence or even any
input from the outside world. And the presences that come during sleep paralysis are often of the
worst kind—pure malevolence, as if something had just stepped straight out of a nightmare and
into your bedroom.

Feelings of presence (FP) are, at their core, just that : feelings. While we routinely think of
hallucinations as auditory or visual in nature, the FP experience involves the mere sense that
someone else is present without a visual, auditory or sensory cue.
