Lionel Messi could not believe it. Frankly, few could. Against the US four days ago, his divine left
foot had made the ball overcome a wall of defenders and curl and dip past a diving goalkeeper to
magically settle in the top left corner of the goal. It was not as much a free kick from 25 yards, but
a laser-guided missile. On Sunday night, in the penalty shootout of the Copa America final against
Chile, he hit it over from less than half that distance with nothing but the thick New Jersey air to
beat.

It is easy to brand him as an underachiever, given
his 28-0 club vs. country record at the senior level. But the picture is more complex. For one,
modern-day football has very limited scope for independent, individual flair. Two, what that
number does not show is both as a player and a captain, Messi has been instrumental in Argentina
making it to three major finals in the last two years, including the 2014 World Cup.

What remains unquestionable is Messi’s unimpeachable genius. His unparalleled vision, deft
touch, and nimble footwork have often proved to be the lifeline of his teams, be it at Barcelona or
Argentina. Yes, he may have missed that crucial penalty, but it is important to remember that
football is a team sport. It is equally about collective endeavour as it is about individual brilliance.

Clearly, the margin between an underachiever and a GOAT is very, very slim. It, therefore, depends
on how you want to remember Messi : Through his last miss or his last hit, that free kick.
